AN Act making and concerning appropriations for fiscal years ending

the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. (a) For the fiscal years ending June 30, 2013, June 30,
2014, June 30, 2015, June 30, 2016, June 30, 2017, and June 30, 2018,
appropriations are hereby made, restrictions and limitations are hereby
imposed, and transfers, capital improvement projects, fees, receipts,
disbursements, procedures and acts incidental to the foregoing are
hereby directed or authorized as provided in this act.

(b) The agencies named in this act are hereby authorized to initiate
and complete the capital improvement projects specified and authorized
by this act or for which appropriations are made by this act, subject to
the restrictions and limitations imposed by this act.

(c) The provisions of this act relating to fiscal year 2014 shall be
known and may be cited as the omnibus appropriation act of 2013 and
shall constitute the omnibus reconciliation spending limit bill for the
2013 regular session of the legislature for purposes of subsection (a) of
K.S.A. 75-6702, and amendments thereto.

(d) The appropriations made by this act shall not be subject to the
provisions of K.S.A. 46-155, and amendments thereto.

(0) On July 1, 2013, or as soon thereafter as moneys are available
during the fiscal year ending June 30, 2014, the director of accounts
and reports shall transfer an amount or amounts from the appropriate
federal fund or funds of the Kansas department for aging and disability
services to the older Americans act long-term care ombudsman federal
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fund of the department of administration: Provided, That the aggregate
of such amount or amounts transferred during fiscal year 2014 shall be
equal to and shall not exceed the older Americans act Title VII:
ombudsman award and 4.38% of the Kansas older Americans act Title
III: part B supportive services award.

(p) (1) On July 1, 2013, notwithstanding the provisions of any
other statute, the director of accounts and reports shall record a debit to
the state treasurer's receivables for the state general fund and shall
record a corresponding credit to the state general fund in the net
amount equal to $32,689,900 minus the amount credited and debited on
or before June 30, 2013, pursuant to section 72(0)(10)(D) of chapter
175 of the 2012 Session Laws of Kansas, to finance the cost of the 27"
payroll chargeable to the fiscal year ending June 30, 2006, for state
agencies.

(2) On or before September 1, 2013, the director of accounts and

be transferred to and debited to the 27" payroll adjustment account of
the state general fund by the director of accounts and reports pursuant
to this subsection (p);

(E) any fund in the state treasury, as determined by the director of
the budget, that would experience financial or administrative
difficulties as a result of executing the provisions of this subsection (p),
including, but not limited to, cash-flow problems, the inability to meet
ordinary expenditure obligations, or any conflicts with prevailing
contracts, compacts or other provisions of law.

(11) Each amount transferred from any special revenue fund of
any state agency, including any regents agency, to the state general fund
pursuant to this subsection (p), is transferred to reimburse the state
general fund for accounting, auditing, budgeting, legal, payroll,
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personnel and purchasing services and any other governmental services
which are performed on behalf of the state agency involved by other
state agencies which receive appropriations from the state general fund
to provide such services.

(12) On or after July 1, 2014, notwithstanding the provisions of
